What is College Tech Prep?

A. Program Description

College Tech Prep is a national reform initiative designed to bring about systemic educational change

through a dynamic collaboration of partners, including business, industry, labor, and secondary and

higher education. Funding for College Tech Prep originated in the Carl D. Perkins Vocational and

Applied Technology EducationAct of 1990. Ohio’s College Tech Pr e
combination of federal, state, and local funds and are administered jointly through the collaboration and

leadership of the Ohio Department of Education Division of Career Technical and Adult Education and

the Ohio Board of Regents.

Ohio College Tech Prep Mission Statement: College Tech Prep will prepare students for
technologybased careers demanded by the increasingly competitive global economic community.

College Tech Prep (TECHnology PREParation) meets current and emerging labor market needs by
preparing students for “high tech” occupations ¢
degree. According to the US Bureau of Labor Statistics, this need is supported by the fact that in the near

future, 85% of all jobs will require some post-secondary education and most will require a technical

education. Greater Northwest Ohio College Tech Prep Consortium pathways include: Agricultural and

Environmental Systems, Arts and Communication, Business and Administrative Services, Construction

Technologies, Education and Training, Engineering and Science Technologies, Finance, Health Science,

Information Technology, Law and Public Safety, Manufacturing Technologies, Marketing, and

Transportation Systems.

B. College Tech Prep Program Structures

College Tech Prep is a competency-based program that integrates academic, technical, and employability
competencies that begin in the junior year of high school, continue at a post-secondary institution, and
culminate in an associate degree (2+2) or a baccalaureate degree (2+4) in a specific technical field.
College Tech Prep is also a program of study that provides a seamless transition that avoids duplication
of coursework. Today, most Ohio College Tech Prep programs consist of the 2+2 format, however other
formats are emerging. A growing number of schools are offering foundation courses through which high
school freshman and sophomores explore workplace interests and skills. Other prerequisite courses are
being offered at the 9" and 10" grade levels (4+2).

C. College Tech Prep is a Combination of the Best from Academic and Technical Programs

College Tech Prep programs take the best qualities from college prep coursework and technical
education and combines them into a continuous program that provides expanded opportunities for all
students and leads to advanced skills in career areas that require a high level of technical and academic
skills and some post-secondary training.



College Tech Prep programs stress mathematics, science, communications, and technology while

utilizing teamwork, contextual teaching, hands-on learning, worksite experiences, critical thinking and an
inquiry-based, problem-solving approach. In College Tech Prep, students get real-world working
experiences, career field exploration, training
foundation they need to succeed in college and the work place. This approach is teaching the way most

students learn best.

Program Review Guidelines

Each College Tech Prep senior level program will be reviewed every three years using the
following procedure.

I. Prior to the review, teachers are asked to:

A. Complete the first three pages of the Review form, review with supervisor, and
electronically submit to College Tech Prep Pathway Team leader.

B. Schedule review date and time with College Tech Prep Pathway Team leader.

C. Arrange for an advisory committee member and an administrator to participate in the
review.

I1. Prior to the review, the College Tech Prep Program Pathway Team Leader will:

A. Explain the review process at the fall transition meeting and provide all attendees with
a hard copy of the letter, guidelines, and review form.

B. E-mail the teacher and supervisor of each program scheduled for review, attaching an
electronic copy of the letter, guidelines, and review form. Include a due date to respond
and a suggested date for the time and date of the review.

C. Schedule review date with teacher.

D. Remind teacher to electronically complete the first three pages of the Review form,
review the form with the supervisor and electronically return the form two weeks prior to
the scheduled review. Remind teacher to invite participants.

E. Arrange a post secondary partner for each scheduled review.

F. Prior to the visit, complete the remediation data on page two of the Review form.

G. Maintain good communication with the team regarding time, date, and location of the
review.

[11. During the review, the College Tech Prep Program Pathway Team Leader will:
A. Provide team members with a brief orientation, emphasizing that this is a Technical

Assistance Visit designed to support the program and is in no way meant to be punitive.
Also emphasize that the team is not evaluating the teaching.
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B. Ask the team (teacher not included) to participate in student interviews. It is suggested
that each team member ask one or two students (total 3-4) to attend the interview. It is
also recommended that the College Tech Prep Pathway Team leader provide members
with the following questions on note cards:

1) What classes are you taking?

2) How did you decide to enroll in this College Tech Prep program?

3) What is the topic of your capstone project?

4) What are your plans for after graduation? Have you applied to any colleges?
5) Are you aware of the College Tech Prep scholarship?

C. Directly following the classroom visit, meet with team to complete the last two pages
of the Review form, “Review Team Report.
but are not limited to:

1) Consider participating in showcase.

2) Work with pathway team leader to schedule a college visit.

3) Develop a marketing plan.

4) Work with local counselor to improve remediation.

5) Develop more articulation agreements.

6) Attend summer College Tech Prep academy.

7) Update the Course of Study.

8) Recommend possible additional members of advisory committee.
9) Include College Tech Prep in the marketing plan.

10) Develop a plan for equipment purchase.

Glossary of Terms
Greater Northwest Ohio College Tech Prep

Advance Placement: College advance placement occurs when a student is allowed to skip over a course,
or enter on a higher level than is normally required upon entering a college program.

Articulation: A process of coordinating curriculum at different levels of education in order to improve
efficiency and effectiveness of the educational process. Articulations can be between individual
secondary and post-secondary institutions, among groups of schools in a consortium or between two-year
and four-year colleges.

Articulation Agreement: A written commitment to a program designed to provide students with a non-
duplicative sequence of progressive achievement leading to degrees in a College Tech Prep education
program (Perkins Act, 1998).

ASSET: Paper and pencil test for student placement into college courses developed by ACT. Cut-off
scores differ by college and often by program.

Associate Degree: A degree awarded by a two-year community or technical college indicating that the
graduate has completed a program of study with a broad base in general education and a concentration in
a specific area. These degrees are now preferred by many employers for mid-level technology positions.
They are widely accepted for transfer into bachelor degree programs.

Baccalaureate Degree: A degree awarded by a four-year college or university.

By-Pass Credit: Credit awarded for collegec our ses, whi ch exempts or
the course on the college campus. While college policies may differ, this credit often appears on the
student’'s transcript and is cal cul a ttthedyrade pointo
average (GPA).

Career Pathway/Field: A group of related careers.

Career Field Technical Standards Document: Career field technical content standards outline the
knowledge and skills needed for success within a career field, multiple pathways, and in some cases,
areas of specialization. Validated by Ohio business and industry representatives in conjunction with Ohio
educators, these standards are the basis for the development of educational programming in Ohio
secondary and postsecondary schools. The standards also serve as the framework for the development of
strong career pathways that connect secondary, adult and postsecondary education systems and the
workplace.

College Tech Prep Completer: A College Tech Prep student who has successfully completed
requirements for his/her College Tech Prep program. This term is used for both high school and college
completers.

College Tech Prep Program: A program of study linking high school and college programs and
combining rigorous academic and occupational study to prepare students for mid-level technology careers
in technical related fields.

0 Combines, a minimum, two years of secondary education with a minimum of two years of post
secondary education in a non-duplicative, sequential course of study,

U Integrates academic and technical instruction and utilizes work-based and worksite learning,
where appropriate and available,

U Provides technical preparation in a technical career field,

U  Builds student competence in mathematics, science, reading and writing, communications, and
workplace skills through applied, contextual academics and integrated instruction, on a coherent
sequence of courses,

0 Leads to an associate or baccalaureate degree in a specific technical career field, and
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U Leads to placement in a technical, high demand, and high-wage field.

Community College: An institution of higher education, as defined in Sections 101 and 102 of the Higher
Education Act of 1965 that provides not less than a two-year program that is acceptable for full credit
towards a bachelor degree.

COMPASS: Computerized Adaptive Placement Assessment and Support System, a computer-
administered college placement test.

Competency: An observable and measurable behavior that has a definite beginning and ending, which
can be repeated to a predetermined standard.

Consortium: A local organization of people and entities with the ability, desire, and time to make
significant changes in the local education system. There are 23 consortia in Ohio. A consortium must
include at least one public community, technical, or university branch campus; one or more CTPD; and
business, industry, and labor.

Contextual Teaching: A proven concept that recognizes that learning occurs in close relation with actual
experiences. Learners process new information in such a way that it makes sense to them in their own
frames of reference. The instructor guides meaningful student activities, such as real-world experiences
and hands-on activities.

Cooperative Learning: A process of teaching and learning that involves students collaborating and
interacting in the achievement of shared learning goals. Students are grouped in pairs or teams to
problem solve, discover, and discuss ideas or investigate topics of interest.

Course of Study: A school district document that prescribes what shall be taught based on district and
program philosophies, district and program goals, and College Tech Prep competencies. It requires
approval by the school board.

CTPD: Career Technical Planning District

Dual Enrollment: A process that allows the student the opportunity to earn college credit, on transcript,
while in their high school course. Teachers that provide dual enrolment must meet the necessary
qualifications for a college instructor. In addition, the high school instructor and a college representative
must meet to review curriculum and make sure the entire college course competencies are taught in the
high school class. Following instructor approval and course approval, eligible students are given the
option of taking the course for college credit.

Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA): The form that must be completed and submitted
when applying for federal financial aid and most scholarships.

Inquiry Based Instruction: A State mandated instructional strategy designed to infuse real world business
situations into the curriculum.

Carl D. Perkins Vocational Act: Source of federal funding and program criteria for College Tech Prep.

Program Pathway: A sequence of courses that builds to advance skills in the career cluster.

Program of Study (POS): A pathway of secondary and postsecondary non-duplicative course sequences
that culminates in a diploma, credential(s) and/or degree(s).

Remediation: Re-teaching/reinforcement of necessary college skills that the student lacks when entering
college.
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
